How do | prove my eligibility?

A healthcare professional at your local pharmacy will be able to confirm
your eligibility such as age and ethnicity, through your National Health
Index (NHI). There is ne requirement for people to provide proof for
Community Service Card (CSC) status.

Can I still see a pharmacist if | don’t meet the eligibility
criteria?

Yes, a healthcare professional at your local pharmacy will be able to
provide you with advice about your health condition, over-the-counter
medicine options to treat your condition, or advice on whether you should
see your GP or healthcare provider.
